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Abstract: The first part of the article, based on author's calculations using data from almost
190 countries, shows that if in recent decades among advanced economies (AEs) the share of
those whose average annual growth rate in per capita GDP (PCGDP) exceeded 2% has halved,
in developing countries (DCs) it has doubled. The relative gap in PCGDP between the AEs and
DCs in 2024 is already lower than it was in 1950, however, the gap parameter for Sub-Saharan
Africa (SSA) has increased 14 times.

The achievements, primarily in Asian DCs, including the realization of the policy of reforms
and openness, the use of experience and investments of AEs, implementation of export-oriented
industrialization, accumulation of capital, activation of the innovation process brought about the
increase of DCs’ share in the growth of world GDP to %.

Even though the Western countries implement policies hindering the economic growth of a
number of countries in the Global South, over the last third of a century the share of DCs which
have become substantially more investment-attractive has quadrupled in the global inflow of FDI
to 2/3, and their share in global exports of high-tech goods more than doubled (by 4/5 due to
Asian DCs), reaching 2/3. Despite significant progress in the modernization of DCs’ economies,
strengthening their global economic positions, the analysis shows that the planet needs a new,
inclusive, fairer world economic order that will allow poorer countries, e.g. in SSA, to quickly
catch up in terms of development to the AEs.
