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THE DECLINE OF THE BIRTH RATE INJAPAN

The problem of falling birth rate has become particularly acute in recent years, asJapan’s population is
not only rapidly aging, but also declining. The article examines two aspects of this problem: changes in the sphere
ofmarriage and in the attitude ofyoung people to family values; the reasons for the decline in the “fertility” oflap-
anese families. The almost steady decline in the number of marriages in the country is one of the main factors in
the decline of the birth rate, since it is not customary inJapan to have children out of wedlock. The main reason
for the increase in celibacy rates among young men is the decrease in the proportion ofthose, who have permanent
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jobs (which is associated with well-being and the ability to plan life for years ahead), which began in the 1990s. As
for youngJapanese women, the increase in celibacy among them is explained, first of all, by a significant increase
in their level of education and increased opportunities to get agood (permanent) job with the prospect of career
growth. The decline in the “fertility” ofJapanese families, in addition to the reasons common to highly developed
countries, is also explained by the specific employment model oflapanese women. It was formed under the influ-
ence ofanumber of factors, including rooted in the public consciousness ideas about the gender division of roles
in the family. Realizing that it is impossible to achieve an increase in the birth rate without changing this model,
the Government has taken a number of measures aimed at reducing gender inequality in various areas of life.
Experts expect that the effect of these measures may manifest itself quite soon. As for the growing share ofunmar-
ried younglJapanese, it is unlikely that positive changes can be expected here soon due to the complexity and sen
sitivity of this problem.
